Course Description:


Learning how to ride correctly in a western saddle. The course will consist of  grooming, saddling, bridling, mounting and dismounting, basic safety, and interpreting equine behavior.

Statement of Purpose:


Western Riding  partially satisfies the requirements for Associated Degree at Clarendon College and is designed for transfer to a senior college.

Exemplary Objectives:


The learner shall upon successful completion of this course should:

1. Have a general knowledge of horses and their behavior

2. Explain and demonstrate the basics of proper equitation and western riding

3. Explain and demonstrate the proper techniques of handling and riding

4. Be able to ride unassisted at the walk, jog, and lope.

Methods of Instruction: Lecture, actual riding, and videos.

Class Policies:  
1. Unexcused and/or unauthorized absences will be reflected in the student’s final grade.  See ATTENDANCE under “Grading section”.

2. Excused or authorized absences (school activities, illness, and emergencies) DO NOT excuse the student from any missed work.  Students must make arrangements with the instructor to complete all assigned work.

3. Permission for making up any missed work will be granted only for absences arranged for in advance of the absence.  In case of emergency, illness, or death in the family, it is the student’s responsibility to notify the instructor as soon as possible.

4. All exams will be scheduled at least one week in advance.  NO makeup exams will be given unless the student has made prior arrangements with the instructor.  

5. If you are caught cheating on papers, quizzes, test, etc., the paper will be pulled and you will receive a zero.  This incident will be documented and if there is a next time you will be asked to leave the class and not return.  (There in fact failing the class.)

6. NO cell phones, PDA’s or Blackberries will be allowed in class even if put on vibrate.  If you bring a cell phone to class and I see or hear it, your phone will be mine till the end of the semester.  No exceptions!!!  Along with loosing your phone you will also loose 20 points off of your final grade.

7. Protective headgear is highly recommended for this class.

Grading Policies:


We will have between two to four tests and have class projects/presentations. Your grade will reflect what you make. Example if you make a 50% on one test and 100% on your other your grade will be the average which is 75%.
ATTENDANCE

You will be allowed two free absences.  If you are absent more than twice, each time you are not present in class you will loose two points off your final grade for each time you are absent.  Excused absences (school activity, doctor’s note) will be excused. Example: If you miss 10 classes, you will get your two free absences, then 8 x 2 = 16 points off your final grade.
