· acquire terminology used in discussing horses.

· students learn basics of setting goals and principles involved with achieving goals.

· students learn methods of identifying and evaluating components of athletic performance in horses.

· students learn and apply current rules and accepted selection standards for evaluating conformation and performance of horses.

· students develop proficiency in using visual appraisal to evaluate the conformation and performance of horses.

· students acquire terminology used in discussing horses and develop ability to communicate (both written and oral) justification of judgments.

· students learn value and limitation of show, racing and other records in evaluating horses for breeding or other purposes.

· encourage and challenge students to become prepared for and participate in competitive horse judging contests.

Class Policies:
