Survey  and develop an understanding of  the fine arts. Which would highlight the  areas of -  theater, photography, art and television. This would include: history, dramatic works, stage techniques, and production procedure. Students would also participate in the  Samnorwood Fall Festival Theatre production and technical assistance in Samnorwood School Christmas production.
Statement of Purpose
 This course was developed as a dual credit class for Samnorwood High School Seniors to obtain high school credit and  3 hours of college credit.
 This course satisfies the drama literacy component of the core curriculum and is designed for transfer to a senior college or university.

4. Perform  or assist in the Fall Festival Production with an emphasis in  acting, technical and announcing.
5. Technical staff for  Samnorwood School Christmas production 6.  Attend professional or college theatre performance.

Methods of Instruction
  Lectures, video/DVD preview,   special presentations,  individual and group participations,demonstratons, visiting art exhibits,and  hands on experience.

Course Objectives
1.To provide the student with the fundamental knowledge and understanding of  the different aspects  of the  visual  arts,                     which include:  art, theatre, photography and television.
2  .To obtain  a greater knowledge of the visual arts  so that students may understand  and enjoy participating.
3. To give practical experience in the theatre and television.
4..To give the students an opportunity to have a hands on experience in the crafts related to the field of Fine Arts.
5.  To participate  and co-ordinate a live  theatre production.

OTHER EXPECTATIONS:
1. The student is expected to attend and review two (2) live theatrical play performances during the time allocated for this course. The review should be a minimum of 3 pages, but not more than 4 pages). Samnorwood High School  students are required to turn in a signed program from the shows attended.

Include in the paper (1) Play title and playwright (2) when you saw the play, (3) where; both town/city and theatre, it was presented, (4) who (college, high school, community theatre, etc.) produced it. (5) History of production (Where/when it was first produced, and include at least 2 reviews from previous productions of the show(s) you are reviewing).
Build your review around the following questions: Did I enjoy the show? • Would I recommend it to a friend? • Was the play appropriate for both the actors and the audience? • Was the play worth doing? • What was the playwright trying to say? • Was it well said? • Was it worth saying? • Was the acting convincing? • Did the scenery, lights and costumes help me enjoy or better understand the show? .
Also, include in your paper, answers to the following questions.• What was the writer  or playwright attempting to say? • What mood did the play create? • What was your feeling at the end of the play? • Which scene stood out most clearly? • Which character was most memorable? • Which characters, if any, were difficult to understand? • If you were directing this script for the stage, who would you cast in Samnorwood School  in the two major roles? • Do you think this play would attract an audience in your community?     These reviews are 5% of your total grade.
