Open the web page www.clarendoncollege.edu. Move over the Quick Links Tab then click on Library 
First let us look at the Books heading. 
· CC Online Catalog is where students can search for books and some electronic resources within the HLC. The Clarendon College Library is a member of the Harrington Library Consortium (HLC). HLC is a group of over 100 public, private, academic, and school libraries who share resources and services and a collection of more than 1 million items. If you have a library card at one of the HLC Libraries, you may borrow items from other HLC libraries using your card. You must be in good standing with your home library before you can borrow materials from another library.
· My Account is where, if you know your pin number, you can look to see what you have checked out, renew your books, and more.   
· EBSCO Host E-books (formerly NetLibrary E-books) is where students can find more than 27,000 eBooks, available for browsing, searching, and virtual check-out.
· WorldCat is where students can find references for books of all kinds and in many different languages that the college library may be able to order thru ILL (Interlibrary loan).  
Second is the Articles heading. This link will give students’ access to the Database and more. 
· Electronic Databases 
The library subscribes to several electronic databases that include a wide range of full-text magazines, journals, newspapers, images, and books, and government document resources, and more. This is very helpful to students because they do not have to see if the library owns the journal nor wait for an interlibrary loan article to arrive. Many full text articles are also available in PDF (Portable Document Format) and the article pages appear exactly the same as they would be found in the actual magazine article including illustrations, graphs and charts. Students also have access to free databases located on the library homepage. Many online vendors control access by a range of computer IP addresses. Anyone coming from a library IP address gains access, but users are refused access if they are accessing from outside this IP address range. Password for accessing the online databases is available from library staff, or in some cases, your instructor. Please contact us for this information.
· The OED (Oxford English Dictionary) covers words from across the English-speaking world, from North America to South Africa, from Australia and New Zealand to the Caribbean. It also offers the best in etymological analysis and in listing of variant spellings, and it shows pronunciation using the International Phonetic Alphabet. You will need the login for this site, ask library staff. 
· Texshare provides full-text articles from encyclopedias, almanacs, journals and newspapers. Database topics include homework help for students, health information, business information, biography and genealogy, as well as literature and archival information. Most used databases under Texshare are: 
· Gale Literature Resource – contains a guide tour
· EBSCO- offers a suite of more than 300 full-text and secondary research databases covering all subject areas, levels of research, and user communities
· InfoTrac Newsstand 
· NetLibrary - offers access to over 27,000 eBooks that can be read online.
Off Campus students will need to use the Username ask the library staff.
· Online Journals, Magazines, Newspapers this link take us to TexShare Electronic Journals where you can type in a Journal or magazines name and go to what databases have article from them. This is good if you know there is an article in a certain journal you want. 
For Example: Type in the New Yorker ~it pulls up three places to look 
1. EBSCO (Academic Search Complete)
2. EBSCO (MasterFILE Premier)
Gale (Literature Resource Center)
· SIRS (Social Issues Resources Series) is a general reference source with three (3) databases containing thousands of full-text magazine and journal articles exploring social, scientific, health, government, historic, business, economic, political and global issues. Articles and graphics are selected from over 1,500 domestic and international publications. Off Campus students will need to use the Username ask the library staff.

· A-Z List of Databases this link take us to a list of the databases and a little information over them. 
For Example: Contemporary Literary Criticism – offers full text critical essays on over 800 contemporary authors and their works, with biographical, critical, principle works, and further information for study.
· Databases by Subject this link is the same list form above just broken up by subject
Literature Resource Center – |Journal List| provides literature criticism, detailed biographies and bibliographies, social and historical context, and facilitates the study of literary movements, genres, and themes; contains more than 75,000 selected full text signed critical essays, over 850,000 full-text articles; nearly 30,000 full text poems, short stories and essays; more than 400 full-text literary scholarly journals; core Gale literary series; links to nearly 6,000 authoritative web sites; 500,000 film, book and theatre reviews; more than 7,000 interviews and reviews plus 10,000 links to NPR broadcasts; 11,000 work overviews; biographical essays on more than 145,000 authors; 3,800 author portraits; 10,000 definitions of literary terms. 
· Print Journals, Magazines, Newspapers this link takes us to a link that list all the magazines, Journals, and Newspapers we physically have in the Clarendon College Library.
